Jefferson sent Lewis and Clark on a 7,000-mile
round trip expedition to find a route to the Pacific.

Thomas 
Jefferson 

owned 607 
enslaved people 
over his lifetime.

Added 827,000 square miles of territory to 
America through the Louisiana Purchase.

Wrote 19,000
letters during his lifetime.

Sold over 6,500 books to the US 
for the Library of Congress in 1815.

Jefferson is 
believed to have 
had 6 children 
with his slave

Sally Hemings. 

Signers, Thomas
